Background

The Judicial Council of California announces the availability of $60,000 in grant
funds from the California Governor’s Office of Traffic Safety to collaborate with
the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) and mentor peer courts within
California to design and develop an interactive companion Web site to the
Collaborative Justice Peer Court DUI Prevention Curriculum.

Peer court, also known as youth or teen court, is an alternative approach to the
traditional juvenile justice system. A youth charged with an offense elects to
forgo the hearing and sentencing procedures of the juvenile courts and agrees to a
sentencing forum with a jury of the youth’s peers. Peer court is conducted under
the supervision of a judge, and youth defendants and volunteers play a variety of
roles, such as district attorney or public defender. Peer courts are youth focused
and youth driven, and are designed and operated to empower youth.

The target population is teenagers arrested on misdemeanor charges and minor
felonies—anything from graffiti writing to small-time drug sales. Peer courts
usually handle nonviolent, first-time defendants accused of shoplifting,
vandalism, starting schoolyard fights, possessing or abusing alcohol or drugs, and
crimes unlikely to be prosecuted otherwise.

Background on Requesting Agency

The Judicial Council of California, chaired by the Chief Justice of California, is
the policy-making agency of the California judicial system. The California
Constitution directs the council to improve the administration of justice by
surveying judicial business, recommending improvements to the courts, and
making recommendations annually to the Governor and the Legislature. The
council also adopts rules for court administration, practice, and procedure, and
performs other functions prescribed by law. The AOC is the staff agency for the
council and assists both it and its chair in performing their duties.

The Collaborative Justice Program (CJP) is one of the units within the Center for
Families, Children & the Courts (CFCC), a division of the AOC. CFCC is
dedicated to improving the quality of justice and services to meet the diverse
needs of children, youth, families, and self-represented litigants in the California
courts. CJP staff are responsible for providing support to the Judicial Council’s
Collaborative Justice Courts Advisory Committee (CJCAC). The CICAC is
responsible for monitoring and recommending improvements to California’s
collaborative justice or treatment courts.
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Backaground on California Peer Court DUI Prevention Strategies Program

In fall 2005, the Judicial Council, Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC)
received a two-year grant from the California Governor’s Office of Traffic Safety
(OTS) to implement the Peer Court DUI Prevention Strategies Program. The DUI
prevention curriculum program may become a required component for peer court
participants to satisfy court-imposed sanctions as well as an alternative delivery
mode to enhance existing drivers’ education programs for juveniles statewide.
The DUI prevention Web site can serve as an educational tool to enhance the peer
court participants’ learning experience of the curriculum.

Background Information on DUI Facts and Statistics in California

California continues to struggle with creating effective ways to deter individuals,
particularly juvenile, from drinking while driving a motor vehicle. In September
2004, Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger signed new legislation designed to
strengthen the state’s laws regarding driving under the influence. These new laws
are meant to combat a recent upsurge in alcohol-related DUI fatalities in
California. Since 1999, the state has witnessed a 32 percent increase in alcohol-
related DUI fatalities (Annual Report of the California DUI Management
Information System, 2004).

A recent survey by the Office of Applied Studies, Substance Abuse and Mental
Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) indicates that motor vehicle accidents
were the leading cause of death among young persons aged 16-20 in 2002. In
fact, 29 percent of juvenile drivers who were killed in motor vehicle crashes in
2002 had been drinking alcohol. The prevalence of driving under the influence is
staggering: In 2002 and 2003, more than 4 million persons aged 16—20 reported
driving while under the influence of either alcohol or illicit drugs in the previous
year.

Teens are at much greater risk of being involved in a DUI-related motor vehicle
crash than are older drivers (National Center for Injury Prevention and Control,
2005) and are much more likely to run red lights, speed, make illegal turns, and
not wear seatbelts (National Center for Injury Prevention and Control, 2005). The
U.S. Dept. of Transportation estimates that the economic cost of police-reported
crashes (fatal and nonfatal) involving drivers aged 15-20 was $40.8 billion in
2002. Recidivism rates are also inversely related to age, with higher re-offense
rates associated with the youngest group (16-25 years old) and lowest rates with
the oldest group (65+ years old).

In fact, mere adolescent use of alcohol and other drugs has been shown to
increase the risk of encountering problems in other aspects of the youths’ lives.
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Approximately 42 percent of students ordered for expulsion are expelled for
violations related to alcohol or drugs (California Department of Education, 2001-
2002). Youth who self-reported delinquent behavior (e.g., carrying a handgun,

stealing, fighting at school)
illicit drugs in the previous

during a one-year period were more likely to use
30 days than were other youths (National Survey on

Drug Use and Health, 2002).

professional repute with expertise in designing Web sites. The project goal
is to create a companion site to the statewide DUI prevention curriculum
program that will be interactive and feature online quizzes, educational
information, and graphics to illustrate concepts. The Web site must
succinctly and effectively deliver large amounts of information to key
audiences, which include court-involved youth, other youth, and the legal
guardians of youth. In addition, the Web site must meet the site objectives
and requirements outlined in this RFP.

The Web designer will partner with the education curriculum development
specialist and AOC project staff to synthesize content and design an
appropriate site. The curriculum development specialist and AOC staff will
provide content relating to DUIs, the curriculum, and other relevant
information for the Web site. The Web designer will work with the AOC
project staff to develop the layout and design of the site.

Following its design and construction, the site will be tested and assessed
by an independent professional evaluator, court grantees, the curriculum
development specialist, and AOC project staff from July 2007 through May
2008. The Web designer consultant will be expected to implement any
revisions or fixes in a timely fashion during and following the phase of
testing and evaluation. The final evaluation report on the Web site will be
available to Web designer consultant by June 29, 2008 in order to make
final changes. The Web designer consultant is expected to implement any
revisions in a timely manner.

The budget allotted to this project is $60,000. The draft development of
the Web site needs to be completed by July 2007 for the evaluator and court
grantees to test and evaluate the site. The entire project is scheduled to be
completed and live to the public by July 30, 2008.

Site Objectives

The contents of the Web site will accomplish the following:

2.2.2 Convey culturally sensitive materials to target users: at-risk juveniles,
parents/guardians, and other teens who browse and learn from Web sites;

2.2.3 Provide current, relevant materials as well as news, publications, and
information on substantive areas regarding DUI;

2.2.4 Inform at least 80 percent of at-risk peer court youth participants of the
dangers of drinking and DUI offenses, and engender long-lasting changes
in their attitudes and behaviors as measured by pre- and post-testing
mechanisms;

2.2.5 Successfully integrate and disseminate DUI prevention information and
materials statewide;

2.2.6 Serve as a statewide resource in DUI prevention;

2.2.7 Increase awareness of the AOC’s mission to improve the quality of justice
and services in order to meet the diverse needs of children, youth, and
families in the California courts.

Target Audiences

Primary audiences of the Web site:

At-risk youth ages 14 through 18 years who go through peer courts, and their
legal guardians. Some content will be geared toward teen users (e.g., tests and
quizzes, related resources, contact information, news), while other content will be
directed at legal guardians of teens (e.g., information about how peer courts work,
DUI prevention resources, resources for communicating with teens about drinking
and driving). This audience is primarily lower- to middle-class and possesses a
fair knowledge of computers.

Secondary audiences of the Web site:

Pre-teen and teen drivers ages 15 through 18 years, peer court volunteers, and
parents generally searching for information on DUI, members of the public, and
more.

The Web site designer consultant will be provided site objectives and content, and will be
expected to provide a design proposal and final site that meets site objectives in addition to
the following requirements:

Be both usable and user-friendly — easy and intuitive to navigate, and
effectively communicating the site objectives as demonstrated through
usability testing of target audience volunteers;

Demonstrate a sophisticated understanding of target audience(s)—appeal
visually to the primary audience (e.g., with color and interactive
elements);

Be easy to maintain — using textual/non-interactive components developed
in a tagged-based language; repeatable elements can be changed in a
single place and changes populated throughout the site (e.g., using server-
side includes);

Do not require a computer management system (CMS) to maintain;

Be sensitive to user privacy issues — adhere agency privacy policies, and
consider that users may access the site on public computers;

Be scalable — site structure can accommodate projected growth of the site;
Support the content supplied by the AOC and curriculum development
specialist — with clear site structures and intuitive navigation; and

Reflect or represent the high standards of the AOC and Office of Traffic
Safety, although it need not mirror their sites.

Functionality

The site is expected to contain approximately 8 to 10 categories of content (it may
be less or more, depending on content available). The design plan is expected to
include (but is not necessarily limited to) the following elements:

Static, textual content — such as background information the DUI

Downloadable content — such as tests (to be taken offline) and related
instructions; content must be downloadable in printer-friendly, common
formats such as PDF;

3.2.3 Graphics — such as, but not limited to, royalty-free or licensed-to-use
professional stock photos of teens or concepts relating to the information
presented on specific pages;

3.2.4 Interactive content — such as an online quiz where users will be able to test
their knowledge acquired from the DUI prevention curriculum, or audio or
video clips; Adobe Flash or alternative media components may be
included when shown to be highly effective in delivering the information
or concepts; Flash clips must be no more than 3 seconds in length.

The Web site will be configured (by in-house staff) to use a Google search
engine; therefore, design should include the coding of descriptive metadata to
improve search results and better enable visitors to find the information they seek.

Accessibility Requirements

The final Web site must adhere to federal Section 508 (81194.22) standards.
(Visit http://www.section508.gov/ for a list of the 16 applicable provisions.)

Display Requirements

To ensure maximum impact for a wide range of client systems, the winning
candidate must design for a screen size of 800x600 pixels; ensure that the final
Web site is usable using the Internet Explorer 5.0 browser within a Windows PC
environment; and fix items so that they display and behave equivalently (though
perhaps not exactly) using more than one browser type.

Performance Requirements

The Web site is expected to contain both multimedia and interactive elements.
However, to maximize usability among the intended audience, if the proposed
design requires client plug-ins, applets, or other advanced scripting, the contractor
should be able to demonstrate that the proposed technical design is the best way to
deliver the content and/or enhanced functionality, considering alternatives. To
keep bandwidth issues to a minimum for modem users, graphics and any
multimedia must be optimized to minimize overall size and loading time of each

Technical Specifications

The DUI Prevention site will be housed on the AOC Web server; as such, the
winning candidate must be aware of the following:

AOC-hosted sites are housed on Apache 1.3 Web servers, running on a Sun

Solaris (Unix)-based platform with an Oracle database backend and ColdFusion
5.0 Application Server. The AOC does not host file types that do not conform to

this environment (such as Microsoft FrontPage Extensions, .JSP, .ASP, and
PHP).

Existing AOC Web applications have been developed using the following
approved coding standards: HTML 4.0+, JavaScript 1.2+, XML 1.0, CSS 1.0,
ColdFusion 5.0, Perl/CGI 5.6.2, Flash 6 or 8, and Java 1.4.1. Newer versions of
approved programming languages have also been used in cases where the
resulting Web application has not affected the overall user experience on an older
browser. Candidates wishing to develop code outside these standards must
provide specifications and justification within their response; permission to do so
will be subject to review and approval by the AOC.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

The AOC project director will be responsible for the high-level management of the
project, including the review and approval of the services and deliverables performed by
the Web designer consultant. The AOC project manager will be responsible for the day-
to-day management of the project and will assist the AOC project director in the review
and approval of the services and deliverables performed by the Web designer.

Working Environment

The Web designer contractor will work off site for the majority of the project;
however, the contractor will need to attend meetings or provide staff training, or
both, in the San Francisco office of the AOC. On request, the contractor may
access an area of the AOC development server while working on location at the
San Francisco AOC office. While working off site, the contractor will not have
access to the development server.

In all cases, access is restricted to AOC development servers. The contractor will
not have access to the AOC staging or production (“live”) servers. All final files
will be subject to AOC Information Services Division review for standards
compliance and a security assessment; approved files will be uploaded to
production by in-house staff.

Deliverables and Project Costs Reimbursement Schedule

Table 1 shows the timeline for completion of the project deliverables and a
tentative schedule for reimbursement of project costs after successfully
completing deliverables. Travel costs for project planning meetings, peer court
project recipients site visits, and training must be submitted on a frequent basis for
timely reimbursement.

PROPOSED CONTRACT TERMS AND ADMINISTRATIVE RULES

CONFIDENTIAL OR PROPRIETARY INFORMATION

The Administrative Office of the Courts’ policy is to follow the intent of the California
Public Records Act (PRA). If a vendor’s proposal contains material noted or marked as
confidential and/or proprietary that, in the AOC’s sole opinion, meets the disclosure
exemption requirements of the PRA, then that information will not be disclosed pursuant
to a request for public documents. But if the AOC does not consider such material to be
exempt from disclosure under the PRA, the material will be made available to the public,
regardless of the notation or markings. If a vendor is unsure whether its confidential or
proprietary material meets the disclosure exemption requirements of the PRA, then it
should not include such information in its proposal.

EXHIBIT A
STANDARD PROVISIONS

Indemnification

The Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless the State and its officers, agents, and
employees from any and all claims and losses accruing or resulting to any and all other
contractors, Subcontractors, suppliers, and laborers, and any other person, firm, or
corporation furnishing or supplying Work, Materials, Data, or services in connection
with the performance of this Agreement, and from any and all claims and losses
accruing or resulting to any person, firm, or corporation who may be injured or
damaged by the Contractor or its agents or employees in the performance of this
Agreement.

Relationship of Parties

The Contractor and the agents and employees of the Contractor, in the performance of
this Agreement, shall act in an independent capacity and not as officers or employees or
agents of the State of California.

Termination for Cause

The State may terminate this Agreement and be relieved of the payment of any
consideration to the Contractor if the Contractor fails to perform the provisions of this
Agreement at the time and in the manner provided. If the Agreement is terminated, the
State may proceed with the Work in any manner it deems proper. The cost to the State
to perform this Agreement shall be deducted from any sum due the Contractor under
this Agreement or any other agreement, and the balance, if any, shall be paid to the
Contractor upon demand.

No Assignment

Without the written consent of the State, the Contractor shall not assign this Agreement
in whole or in part. Additionally, this Agreement is not assignable by the Contractor,
either in whole or in part, without the consent of the Administrative Office of the
Courts and the Office of Traffic Safety. Any assignment must be in the form of a
written Amendment.
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| 5. Time of Essence

Time is of the essence in this Agreement.

6. Validity of Alterations

Alteration or variation of the terms of this Agreement shall not be valid unless made in
writing and signed by the parties, and an oral understanding or agreement that is not
incorporated shall not be binding on any of the parties.

7. Consideration
The consideration to be paid to the Contractor under this Agreement shall be

compensation for all the Contractor's expenses incurred in the performance of this
Agreement, including travel and per diem, unless otherwise expressly provided.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS
1. Definitions

Terms defined below and elsewhere throughout the Contract Documents shall apply to
the Agreement as defined.

A.  “Administrative Director" refers to that individual or authorized designee,
empowered by the State to make final and binding executive decisions on
behalf of the State.

B. “Amendment” means a written document issued by the State and signed by the

Contractor which alters the Contract Documents and identifies the following: (i)
a change in the Work; (ii) a change in Contract Amount; (iii) a change in time
allotted for performance; and/or (iv) an adjustment to the Agreement terms.

C.  “Appropriation Year” means the period of time that the legislative authority
has authorized spending for a defined purpose. The Appropriation Year for
agreements funded by the Legislature of the State of California commences July
1 and ends on June 30 of each year. The Appropriation Year for agreements
funded by the United States Congress commences October 1 and ends on
September 30 of each year.
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D.  “California Peer Court DUI Intervention and Prevention Strategies

Program” or “Program” refers to all activity relative to this Agreement
including activity of the Contractor, its Subcontractors, the State and the State’s
representatives, pertaining to promoting innovation in collaborative justice
courts, as further set forth in Exhibit D, Work to be Performed, development of
a statewide DUI prevention and intervention curriculum aimed at educating
juveniles about the dangers of drinking and driving under the influence.

E. “Community Based Organization” or “CBO” are not “top down” agencies
but evolve over time from mutual interest or need at the community level.
CBO’s may also be known as public interest groups, community service groups,
injury prevention advocacy groups, and grassroots groups.

F. “Confidential Information” means trade secrets, financial, statistical,
personnel, technical, and other Data and information relating to the State’s
business or the business of its constituents. Confidential Information does not
include (i) information that is already known by the receiving party, free of
obligation of confidentiality to the disclosing party; (ii) information that
becomes generally available to the public, other than as a result of disclosure by
the receiving party in breach of this Agreement; (iii) information that is
independently developed by the receiving party without reference to the
Confidential Information; and (iv) information that the receiving party
rightfully obtains from a Third Party free of the obligation of confidentiality to
the disclosing party.

G.  The “Contract” or “Contract Documents” constitute the entire integrated
agreement between the State and the Contractor, as attached to and incorporated
by a fully executed State Standard Agreement form. The terms Contract” or
“Contract Documents” may be used interchangeably with the term
“Agreement.”

H.  “Contract Amount” means the total amount of the Grant encumbered under
this Agreement for any reimbursement by the State to the Contractor for
performance of the Work, in accordance with the Contract Documents.

l. The “Court” or “Contractor” refers to the Superior Court of the State of
California identified on the fully executed State Standard Agreement as
contracting with the State.

J. “Data” means all types of raw data, articles, papers, charts, records, reports,
studies, research, memoranda, computation sheets, questionnaires, surveys, and
other documentation.

K.  “Day” means calendar day, unless otherwise specified.
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L. “Deliverable(s)” or “Submittal(s)” means one or more items, if specified in the

Contract Documents, that the Contractor shall complete and deliver or submit to
the State for acceptance.

M.  “Force Majeure” means a delay which impacts the timely performance of
Work which neither the Contractor nor the State are liable for because such
delay or failure to perform was unforeseeable and beyond the control of the
party. Acts of Force Majeure include, but are not limited to:

i Acts of God or the public enemy;
ii. Acts or omissions of any government entity;
iii. Fire or other casualty for which a party is not responsible;

iv. Quarantine or epidemic;
V. Strike or defensive lockout; and,
Vi. Unusually severe weather conditions.
N.  “Grant” means the amount available for funding the Program for the 2006-

2007 Appropriation Year, pursuant to the California Office of Traffic Safety
Grant Agreement #AL0663 to develop and implement a statewide peer court
DUI intervention and prevention strategies program aimed at educating
juveniles about the dangers of drinking and driving under the influence.

O.  “Grantee” refers to a recipient of the Grant.

P. “Material” means all types of tangible personal property, including but not
limited to goods, supplies, equipment, commaodities, and information and
telecommunication technology.

Q. “National Highway Traffic Safety Administration” or “NHTSA” means the
federal awarding agency funding the Grant to the AOC through OTS.

R. “Notice” means a written document initiated by the authorized representative of
either party to this Agreement and given by:

i Depositing in the U. S. Mail (or approved commercial express carrier)
prepaid to the address of the appropriate authorized representative of the
other party, which shall be effective upon date of receipt; or

ii. Hand-delivered to the other party’s authorized representative, which shall
be effective on the date of service.

S. “Office of Traffic Safety” or “OTS” means the state of California agency
funding the Grant to the Contractor though the AOC.
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T. The “State” refers to the Judicial Council of California / Administrative Office
of the Courts (“AOC”). The AOC is funding the Grant to the Contractor via
this Agreement.

U.  “State Standard Agreement” means the form used by the State to enter into
agreements with other parties. Several originally signed, fully executed
versions of the State Standard Agreement, together with the integrated Contract
Documents, shall each represent the Agreement as an individual “Contract
Counterpart.”

V.  “Subcontractor” shall mean an individual, firm, partnership, or corporation
having a contract, purchase order, or agreement with the Contractor, or with any
Subcontractor of any tier for the performance of any part of the Agreement.
When the State refers to Subcontractor(s) in this document, for purposes of this
Agreement and unless otherwise expressly stated, the term “Subcontractor”
includes, at every level and/or tier, all subcontractors, subconsultants, suppliers,
and materialmen.

W.  “Subgrantee” refers to a subrecipient of Grant/subgrant funds via a sub-tiered
award by the Grantee.

X.  “Suspend Work Order” means the written Notice, delivered in accordance
with this Agreement, by which the State may require the Contractor to suspend
all, or any part, of the Work of this Agreement, for the period set forth in the
Suspend Work Order. The Suspend Work Order shall be specifically identified
as such and shall indicate that it is issued pursuant to the Suspend Work
provision in this Exhibit B.

Y.  “Task(s)” means one or more functions, if specified in the Contract Documents,
to be performed by the Contractor for the State.

Z. “Third Party” refers to any individual, association, partnership, firm,
company, corporation, consultant, Subcontractor, or combination thereof,
including joint ventures, other than the State or the Contractor, which is not a
party to this Agreement.

AA. “Work” or “Work to be Performed” may be used interchangeably to refer to
the service, labor, Materials, Data, and other items necessary for the execution,
completion and fulfillment of the Agreement by the Contractor to the
satisfaction of the State. Work may be defined to include Tasks, Deliverables,
and/or Submittals, as required by the Contract.
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2. Manner of Performance of Work

The Contractor shall complete all Work specified in these Contract Documents to the
State's satisfaction and in compliance with the Nondiscrimination Clause, as set forth in
this Exhibit B.

3. Termination Other Than for Cause

A

In addition to termination for cause under Exhibit A, Standard Provisions
paragraph 3, the State may terminate this Agreement at any time upon
providing the Contractor written Notice at least ten (10) days before the
effective date of termination. Upon receipt of the termination Notice, the
Contractor shall promptly discontinue all services affected unless the Notice
specifies otherwise.

If the State terminates all or a portion of this Agreement other than for cause,
the State shall pay the Contractor for the fair value of satisfactory services
rendered before the termination, not to exceed the total Contract Amount.

4. State's Obligation Subject to Availability of Funds

A

The State's obligation under this Agreement is subject to the availability of
authorized funds. The State may terminate the Agreement or any part of the
Work, without prejudice to any right or remedy of the State, for lack of
appropriation of funds. If expected or actual funding is withdrawn, reduced or
limited in any way prior to the expiration date set forth in this Agreement, or in
any Amendment hereto, the State may, upon written Notice to the Contractor,
terminate this Agreement in whole or in part. Such termination shall be in
addition to the State's rights to terminate for convenience or default.

Payment shall not exceed the amount appropriated. If the Agreement is
terminated for non-appropriation:

i.  The State will be liable only for payment in accordance with the terms of
this Agreement for services rendered prior to the effective date of
termination; and

ii.  The Contractor shall be released from any obligation to provide further
services pursuant to the Agreement as are affected by the termination.

Funding for this Agreement beyond the current Appropriation Year is
conditional upon appropriation of sufficient funds to support the activities
described in this Agreement. Should such an appropriation not be approved,
the Agreement will terminate at the close of the current Appropriation Year.

5. Suspend Work

A

The State may, at any time by written Notice as a Suspend Work Order to the
Contractor, require the Contractor to stop all, or any part, of the Work of this
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Agreement, for a period up to ninety (90) days after the Suspend Work Order is
delivered to the Contractor, and for any further period to which the parties may
agree. The Suspend Work Order shall be specifically identified as such and
shall indicate it is issued under this provision. Upon receipt of the Suspend
Work Order, the Contractor shall immediately comply with its terms and take
all reasonable steps to minimize the incurrence of costs allocable to the Work
covered by the Suspend Work Order during the period of Work stoppage.
Within a period of ninety (90) days after a Suspend Work Order is delivered to
the Contractor, or within any extension of that period to which the parties shall
have agreed, the State shall either:

i.  Cancel the Suspend Work Order; or
ii.  Terminate the Work covered by the Suspend Work Order as provided for
in either of the termination provisions of this Agreement.

B. If a Suspend Work Order issued under this provision is canceled or the period of
the Suspend Work Order or any extension thereof expires, the Contractor shall
resume Work. The State shall make an equitable adjustment in the delivery
schedule and/or the Contract Amount, and the Agreement shall be modified, in
writing, accordingly, if:

I.  The Suspend Work Order results in an increase in the time required for, or
in the Contractor’s cost properly allocable to the performance of any part
of this Agreement; and

ii.  The Contractor asserts its right to an equitable adjustment within thirty
(30) days after the end of the period of Work stoppage; however, if the
State decides the facts justify the action, the State may receive and act
upon a proposal submitted at any time before final payment under this
Agreement.

C. If a Suspend Work Order is not canceled and the Work covered by the Suspend
Work Order is terminated in accordance with the Termination Other Than For
Cause provision or the State’s Obligation Subject to Availability of Funds
provision, as set forth under Exhibit B, the State shall allow reasonable costs
resulting from the Suspend Work Order in arriving at the termination
settlement.

D.  The State shall not be liable to the Contractor for loss of profits because of the
Suspend Work Order issued under this provision.

6. Deficient Performance

Should the State find the Contractor or any of its Subcontractors to be deficient in any
aspects of performance under this Agreement, the Contractor shall submit a proposed
corrective action plan to the State. The corrective action plan shall identify specific
action to be taken to correct the deficient performance and shall be submitted within

8. Standard of Professionalism

The Contractor shall conduct all work consistent with professional standards for the
industry and type of work being performed under the Agreement.

9. Acceptance of the Work

A

The Program Manager shall be responsible for the sign-off acceptance of all the
Work required and submitted pursuant to this Agreement. Prior to approval of
the Work and prior to approval for reimbursement, the Program Manager will
apply the acceptance criteria set forth in subparagraph B of this provision, as
appropriate, to determine the acceptability of the Work provided by the
Contractor. Unsatisfactory ratings will be resolved as set forth in this provision.

Acceptance Criteria for Work (“Criteria”) provided by the Contractor pursuant
to this Agreement:

I. Timeliness: The Work was delivered on time.
ii.  Completeness: The Work contained the Data, Materials, and features
required in the Contract; and
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iii.  Technical accuracy: The Work is accurate as measured against commonly
accepted standard (for instance, a statistical formula, an industry standard,
or de facto marketplace standard).

The Contractor shall provide the Work to the State, in accordance with direction
from the Program Manager. The State shall accept the Work, provided the
Contractor has delivered the Work in accordance with the Criteria. The
Program Manager shall use the Acceptance and Signoff Form, provided as
Attachment 1 of Exhibit F, to notify the Contractor of the Work’s acceptability.

If the State rejects the Work provided, the Program Manager shall submit to the
Contractor a written rejection using Attachment 1, Acceptance and Signoff
Form, describing in detail the failure of the Work as measured against the
Criteria. If the State rejects the Work, then the Contractor shall have a period
of ten (10) business days from receipt of the Notice of rejection to correct the
stated failure(s) to conform to the Criteria.

If the Program Manager requests further change, the Contractor shall meet with
the Program Manager, within three (3) business days of such request, to discuss
changes for the final submission of the Work. The Contractor shall provide the
Work within three (3) business days after this meeting, at which time the Work
will be accepted or the question of its acceptability referred to the
Administrative Director of the AOC and a principal of the Contractor, as set
forth in subparagraph F below.

If agreement cannot be reached between the Program Manager and the
Contractor on the Work’s acceptability, a principal of the Contractor and the
Administrative Director of the AOC, or its designee, shall meet to discuss the
problem. If agreement cannot be reached, in the reasonable judgment of the
Administrative Director of the AOC, or its designee, and/or the Contractor fails
to cure such deficiencies that are perceived in the Work to the reasonable
satisfaction of the Administrative Director, or its designee, in the reasonable
time established by the Administrative Director, the State may reject the Work
and will notify the Contractor in writing of such action and the reason(s) for so
doing. Upon rejection of the Work, the State may terminate this Agreement
pursuant to the terms of Standard Provisions paragraph 3, as set forth in Exhibit
A.

Changes and Amendments

Changes or Amendments to any component of the Contract Documents can be made
only with prior written approval from the Program Manager. Requests for changes or
Amendments must be submitted in writing and must be accompanied by a narrative
description of the proposed change and the reasons for the change. Additional funds
may not be encumbered under the Agreement due to an act of Force Majeure, although
the performance period of the Agreement may be amended due to an act of Force
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11.

Majeure. After the Program Manager reviews the request, a written decision shall be
provided to the Contractor. Amendments to the Agreement shall be authorized via
bilateral execution of a State Standard Agreement.

Antitrust Claims

The Contractor by signing this Agreement hereby certifies that if these services or
goods are obtained by means of a competitive bid, the Contractor shall comply with the
requirements of the Government Code sections set out below.

A.  The Government Code chapter on antitrust claims contains the following
definitions:

I. “Public purchase” means a purchase by means of competitive bids of
goods, services, or materials by the state or any of its political
subdivisions or public agencies on whose behalf the Attorney General
may bring an action pursuant to subdivision (c) of § 16750 of the Business
and Professions Code.

ii.  “Public purchasing body” means the state or the subdivision or agency
making a public purchase. (Reference: GC § 4550)

B. In submitting a bid to a public purchasing body, the bidder offers and agrees
that if the bid is accepted, it will assign to the purchasing body all rights, title,
and interest in and to all causes of action it my have under § 4 of the Clayton
Act (15 USC 15 [Title 15 Commerce and Trade, Chapter 1, Monopolies and
Combinations in Restraint of Trade, 8 15, Suits by Persons Injured]) or under
the Cartwright Act (Chapter 2 ) commencing with § 16700) of Part 2 of
Division 7 of the Business and Professions Code), arising from purchases of
goods, materials, or services by the bidder for sale to the purchasing body
pursuant to the bid. Such assignment shall be made and become effective at the
time the purchasing body tenders final payment to the bidder. (Reference: GC 8§
4552)

C. If an awarding body or public purchasing body receives, either through
judgment or settlement, a monetary recovery for a cause of action assigned
under this chapter, the assignor shall be entitled to receive reimbursement for
actual legal costs incurred and may, upon demand, recover from the public
body any portion of the recovery, including treble damages, attributable to
overcharges that were paid by the assignor but were not paid by the public body
as part of the bid price, less the expenses incurred in obtaining that portion of
the recovery. (Reference: GC § 4553)

D. Upon demand in writing by the assignor, the assignee shall, within one (1) year
from such demand, reassign the cause of action assigned under this part if the
assignor has been or may have been injured by the violation of law for which
the cause of action arose and (i) the assignee has not been injured thereby, or
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(i1) the assignee declines to file a court action for the cause of action.
((Reference: GC § 4554)

12. Consultant Contracts

A

Competition. No Grantee shall draft, or cause to be drafted, any invitation to
bid or request for proposal, in connection with the awarding of a consulting
services contract, in such a manner as to limit the bidding directly to any one
bidder. At least three (3) competitive bids or proposals shall be secured for
each consulting services contract. (Reference: PCC 88 10372 and 10373)

Progress schedule. Grantees entering into a contractual agreement for
consultant services totaling one thousand USD ($1,000.00) or more shall
include detailed criteria and a mandatory progress schedule. (Reference: PCC §
10371)

Progress payments. Grantees may provide for progress payments to consultants
for work performed or costs incurred in the performance of the contract. Not
less than 10 percent (10%) of the contract amount shall be withheld pending
final completion of the contract and an evaluation of the contractor’s
performance. If the contract consists of the performance of separate and
distinct tasks, then any funds so withheld with regard to a particular task may be
paid upon completion of that task and an evaluation of the contractor’s
performance. (Reference: PCC § 10379)

Reimbursement. A fully executed copy of the consultant contract or subcontract
and questionnaire shall be submitted to AOC for inclusion in the official project
file prior to request for reimbursement.

13. Solicitation

No employee of the applicant agency, the Contractor, or any agency acting on behalf of
the agency, may solicit or accept gratuities, favors, or anything of monetary value from
contractors or potential contractors.

14. Assignments or Subcontracting

A

This Agreement is based upon the unique expertise of the Contractor.
Therefore, in addition to the prohibition against assignment under Exhibit A,
Standard Provisions paragraph 4, No Assignment, it is the policy of the State to
withhold consent from proposed assignments, subcontracts, or novations, when
such transfer of responsibility would operate to decrease the State's likelihood
of receiving performance under this Agreement. No performance of this
Agreement or any portion thereof may be assigned or subcontracted by the
Contractor without the express written consent of the State, and any attempt by
the Contractor to assign or subcontract any performance of this Agreement
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without the express written consent of the State shall be void and shall
constitute a breach of this Agreement. If the Contractor is authorized by the
State to subcontract or assign, all the terms of this Agreement shall be included
in such subcontract or assignment.

B. Contract Provisions. Agencies generally have their own standard contract
format and language; therefore OTS does not dictate a standard format. While
OTS does not require a specific format, within the context of the agency format,
each contract must contain:

Cost. The contract must clearly express the maximum amount to be paid

Enough information must be
present to be able to associate specific costs with services, tasks, or other
deliverables in order to assess reasonableness of costs. Cost
reimbursement contracts must include budgets and budget narratives that
clearly define authorized costs and how they relate to the services
provided.

Scope. The work, service, or product to be performed, rendered, or
provided. Clear and concise language must be used to describe the scope.
The scope of work, or statement of work, should be specific and not be
expressed in broad terms. Work to be performed should be broken down
into specific tasks and each task should have a corresponding completion
date.

Subcontracting provisions. Any subcontracts are subject to audit, by the
OTS or their designated representative. The same general terms, conditions,
and certifications listed in Office of Traffic Safety, Grant Program Manual,
Volume |1, Exhibit 6-A that apply to grantees also shall apply to
subcontractors and should be incorporated by reference in the contract.

Reporting requirements. Specify reporting requirements including content,
due dates, format, distribution, etc.

Other general or unique terms and conditions of the agreement. According
to 49 CFR 18.36(i) and National Highway Traffic Safety Administration
(NHTSA) prescribed certifications and assurances, each contract shall
include the provisions listed in Office of Traffic Safety, Grant Program
Manual, Volume I1, Exhibit 6-A. These provisions shall be referenced in the
body of the contract and by reference made a part thereto.

Signature, printed name, and title of a person representing each party who
is authorized to bind that party.

Review and approve invoices for payment ensuring payments are made in
accordance with contract terms, costs are budgeted and allowable, and work
has been performed.

Monitor contract expenditures to ensure there are sufficient funds to pay for
all services rendered as required by the contract.

viii. Verify all requirements of the contract are fulfilled before submitting the

final invoice.

E. The Contractor shall provide the Program Manager with copies of any
memoranda of understanding, subcontracts, purchase orders, lease/rental

Debarred and Suspended Parties

Grantee, Subgrantee, Contractor, and Subcontractor must not make any award or permit
any award (subgrant or contract) at any tier to any party which is debarred or suspended
or is otherwise excluded from or ineligible for participation in federal assistance
programs under Executive Order 12549, “Debarment and Suspension.”

Non-Duplication of Grant-Funded Expenditures

The Contractor certifies that neither the Contractor nor any Subcontractor has any
ongoing or completed projects with the State, or other funding sources, that duplicate or
overlap any Work contemplated or described in this Agreement. The Contractor agrees
that any pending or proposed request for other funds that would duplicate or overlap
Work under this Agreement will be revised to exclude any such duplication of funded
expenditures. Any such duplication of expenditures subsequently determined by audit
will be subject to recovery by the State.

No Supplantation

The Contractor certifies in good faith that, by signing this Agreement, no supplantation
of nonfederal, state, or county funds will occur with Grant funds. Grant funds may not
be used to supplant or replace already allocated funding for salaries of any current
Contractor staff (including judges, district attorneys, public defenders, drug court
coordinators, probation officers, treatment personnel or clerical staff). Funds provided
pursuant to this Grant may only be used for pay for new or expanded services for which
no funds have been previously identified.

Program Income

Program/Contract activities that generate revenues as a result of NHTSA-OTS-AOC
funding must be reported to AOC. Written notification of the source and amount of
such income must be made to AOC at the earliest opportunity. A separate account
must be maintained for the collection, expenditure, and disposition of program income.
Program income generated shall be utilized to further the objectives of the Program or
reduce current Program costs. Records shall be held for a period of three (3) years after
the final reimbursement and close of the Program/Contract. (Reference (41 CFR 105-
71.125 and Office of Traffic Safety, Grant Program Manual, Volume Il, Chapter 1).

Accounting System Requirement

A.  The Contractor shall establish and maintain an adequate system of accounting,
financial records and internal controls to accurately account for funds received
and disbursed in accordance with applicable federal and state requirements and
the Trial Court Financial Policies and Procedures Manual. The accounting
system and financial records must reflect total Program cost, including State

B. The Contractor and Subcontractors will comply with all applicable state, local,
and federal procurement procedures and will maintain a financial management
system that complies with the minimum requirements of 49 Code of Federal
Regulations (CFR) 18.20.

Close Out Procedures

A.  Close out is the process by which the Program Manager determines that all
applicable administrative and financial actions are completed by the Contractor.

B. The final statistical report shall detail how the funds expended under this
Agreement were utilized in reaching the goals set forth in Exhibit D, Work to
be Performed. It shall also include a summary of all expenses incurred to date
if not already reported.

Retention of Records

The Contractor shall maintain all financial Data, supporting documents, and all other
records relating to performance and billing under this Agreement for a period in
accordance with state and federal law, a minimum retention period being no less than
four (4) years. The retention period starts from the date of the submission of the final
payment request. The Contractor is also obligated to adequately protect such Data
against fire or other damage. The Contractor agrees to allow the auditor(s) access to
such records during normal business hours and to allow interviews of any employees
who might reasonably have information related to such records. Further, the Contractor
agrees to include a similar right of the state to audit records and interview staff in any
subcontract related to the performance of this Agreement.

Right to Audit

A.  The Contractor shall permit all Data and records relating to performance,
procedures, and billing to the State under this Agreement to be inspected and/or
audited, at any reasonable time, by the authorized representative of any of the
following or its designee:

i The Administrative Office of the Courts;

ii.  The California Office of Traffic Safety:

iii.  The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration; and
iv.  Any state or federal government auditing agency.

B. The right of each agency to inspect and/or audit this Agreement is independent
of whether or not any other audit or inspection has been performed.

Single Audit Act Certification

The OTS is the agency responsible for administering California’s’ federal highway safety
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funds on behalf of the Governor. Federal funds are provided for this Program by the
United States Department of Transportation. This program is listed in the Catalog of
Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) as “State and Community Highway Safety
20.600.” The records and supportive documentation for all completed projects are subject
to an on-site audit and OTS reserves the right to inspect and review during normal
working hours the work product of any independent auditor in support of their audit. The
Grantee certifies that it will comply with the Single Audit Act of 1984 (31 U.S.C. 7501
et. seq.), as amended, which requires the following:

A.  State or local governments that receive five hundred thousand USD
($500,000.00) or more a year in federal financial assistance shall have an audit
made in accordance with the Office of Management and Budget (OMB)
Circular No. A-133.

B. State or local governments that receive less than five hundred thousand USD
($500,000.00) a year shall be exempt from compliance with the Act and other
federal audit requirements.

C. Nothing in this paragraph exempts State or local governments from maintaining
records of federal financial assistance or from providing access to such records
to Federal Agencies, as provided for in federal law or in Circular A-133 “Audits
of States, Local Governments and Non-Profit Organizations”.

D.  The State Controller’s Office notifies OTS of those cities, counties, and special
districts that have not submitted an audit report or have not indicated to SCO
that they are exempt each fiscal year. Grantee agencies that are not in
compliance will be notified and required to provide verification of compliance
or be subject to sanctions including, reimbursement withholding or Grant
cancellation.

24. Audit Compliance

The Contractor shall accept responsibility for receiving, replying to, and/or complying
with any audit exceptions by appropriate state and federal audit agencies that directly
relate to the services to be performed under this Agreement. A draft of any reply shall
be reviewed and approved for release by AOC Internal Audit prior to release to the
cognizant entity. A copy of the final reply shall be submitted to AOC Internal Audit.

25. Lobbying and Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment

A.  Funds awarded to the Contractor shall not be used, indirectly or directly, to
influence Executive Orders or similar promulgation by federal, state, or local
agencies, or to influence the passage or defeat of any legislation by federal,
state, or local legislative bodies.
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B.  Contractors who apply or bid for an award of one hundred thousand USD
($100,000.00) or more shall file the required certification, per 31 USC 1352.
Each tier certifies to the tier above that it will not and has not used federal
appropriated funds to pay any person or organization for influencing or
attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of
Congress, officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of
Congress in connection with obtaining any federal contract, grant, or any other
award covered by 31 USC 1352. Each tier shall also disclose any lobbying with
non-federal funds that takes place in connection with obtaining any federal
award. Such disclosures are forwarded from tier to tier up to the recipient.

26. Political Activities

A.  The Contractor shall not contribute or make available Grant funds, Program
personnel, or equipment awarded by the Agreement to any political party or
association, or the campaign of any candidate for public or party office. The
Contractor shall not use funds awarded to the Contractor in advocating or
opposing any ballot measure, initiative, or referendum. Finally, the Contractor
and employees of the Contractor shall not intentionally identify the State with
any partisan or nonpartisan political activity associated with a political party or
association or campaign of any candidate for public or party office.

B.  Allindividuals employed by a state or local agency whose principal
employment is in connection with an activity which is financed in whole or in
part by loans or grants made by the United States or a Federal agency, including
grants from the California Office of Traffic Safety, have been made aware of
the provisions of 5 USC, Government Organization and Employees; Part 11,
Civil Service Functions and Responsibilities; Chapter 15, Political Activity of
Certain State and Local Employees; §§ 1501 through 1508 (the Hatch Act).
This statute does not include individuals employed by an educational or
research institution, establishment, agency, or system which is supported in
whole or in part by a state or political subdivision thereof, or by a recognized
religious, philanthropic, or cultural organization.

27. Confidentiality

All financial, statistical, personnel, technical, and other Confidential Information
relating to the State's operation that are designated confidential by the State and are
disclosed to the Contractor shall be protected by the Contractor from unauthorized use
and disclosure.

28. Limitation on Publication

The Contractor shall not publish or submit for publication any article, press release, or
other writing relating to the Contractor's services for the State without prior review and
written permission by the State. The State review shall be completed within thirty (30)
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days of submission to the Program Manager and, if permission is denied, the State shall
provide its reasons for denial in writing.

29. Rights to Inventions Made Under Grant-Funded Agreement

Contracts or agreements for the performance of experimental, developmental, or
research work shall provide for the rights of the federal government and the recipient in
any resulting invention in accordance with 37 CFR part 401, “Rights to Inventions
Made by Nonprofit Organizations and Small Business Firms Under Government
Grants, Contracts, and Cooperative Agreements,” and any implementing regulations
issued by the awarding agency.

30. Copyrights

A.  The federal and state awarding agencies reserve a royalty-free, nonexclusive,
and irrevocable license to reproduce, publish or otherwise use, and to authorize
others to use, for federal government purposes, in accordance with 41 CFR 105-
71.134.

i.  The copyright in any work developed under a grant, subgrant, or contract
under a grant or subgrant; and

ii.  Any rights of copyright to which a grantee, subgrantee or a contractor
purchases ownership with grant support.

31. Intangible Property

A.  The recipient (e.g. Grantee, Subgrantee, Contractor, or Subcontractor) may
copyright any work that is subject to copyright and was developed, or for which
ownership was purchased, under award. The Judicial Council of California,
Administrative Office of the Courts; California Office of Traffic Safety; and the
National Highway Traffic Safety Administration reserve a royalty-free,
nonexclusive and irrevocable right to reproduce, publish, or otherwise use the
work for federal purposes, and to authorize others to do so.

B. Recipients are subject to applicable regulations governing patents and
inventions, including government-wide regulations issued by the Department of
Commerce at 37 CFR part 401, “Rights to Inventions Made by Nonprofit
Organizations and Small Business Firms Under Government Grants, Contracts,
and Cooperative Agreements.”

C.  The federal government has the right to:

i.  Obtain, reproduce, publish or otherwise use the data first produced under
an award; and

ii.  Authorize others to receive, reproduce, publish, or otherwise use such data
for federal purposes.
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D. In addition, in response to a Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request for

research data relating to published research findings produced under an award
that were used by the federal government in developing an agency action that
has the force and effect of law, the federal awarding agency shall request, and
the recipient shall provide, within a reasonable time, the research data so that
they can be made available to the public through the procedures established
under the FOIA. If the federal awarding agency obtains the research data solely
in response to a FOIA request, the agency may charge the requester a
reasonable fee equaling the full incremental cost of obtaining the research data.
This fee should reflect costs incurred by the agency, the recipient, and
applicable subrecipients.

(1) Personnel and medical information and similar information the
disclosure of which would constitute a clearly unwarranted
invasion of personal privacy, such as information that could be
used to identify a particular person in a research study.

(b) Published is defined as either when:

(I) Research findings are published in a peer-reviewed scientific of
technical journal; or

(1) A federal agency publicly and officially cites the research
findings in support of an agency action that has the force and
effect of law.

(c) Used by the federal government in developing an agency action that has
the force and effect of law is defined as when an agency publicly and
officially cites the research findings in support of an agency action that
has the force and effect of law.

E. Title to intangible property and debt instruments acquired under an award or
subaward vests upon acquisition in the recipient. The recipient shall use that
property for the originally-authorized purpose, and the recipient shall not
encumber the property without approval of the federal awarding agency. When
no longer needed for the originally authorized purpose, disposition of the
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intangible property shall occur in accordance with the provisions of OMB
Circular A-110, paragraph 34(g).

32. Ownership of Results

Any interest of the Contractor in Data in any form, or other documents and/or
recordings prepared by the Contractor for performance of services under this
Agreement shall become the property of the State or the federal government, as
applicable. Upon the State's written request, the Contractor shall provide the State with
all this Data within thirty (30) Days of the request.

33. Credits and Disclaimers

The following will accompany the dissemination and/or publication of all Data
developed under funding from this Agreement:

"This project is a part of the California Traffic Safety Program and was made
possible through the support of the Judicial Council of California, Administration
Office of the Courts; California Office of Traffic Safety; Business, Transportation
and Housing Agency; State of California; and the National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration. The opinions, findings, and conclusions in this publication are
those of the author and not necessarily those of the Judicial Council of California,
Administration Office of the Courts; California Office of Traffic Safety; Business,
Transportation and Housing Agency; State of California; or the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration.”

34. Logos

The OTS, Business, Transportation and Housing Agency, and California energy and
AOC logos will appear on all promotional materials where appropriate and practical.
Contact the Program Manager for appropriate computer disk copies of the logos.

35. Disclosure Requirements

A

Any document or written report prepared for or under the direction of a state or
local agency, which is prepared in whole or in part by nonemployees of such
agency, shall contain the numbers and dollar amounts of all contracts and
subcontracts relating to the preparation of such document or written report;
provided, however, that the total cost for work performed by nonemployees of
the agency exceeds five thousand USD ($5,000.00). The contract and
subcontract numbers and dollar amounts shall be contained in a separate section
of such document or written report.

When multiple documents or written reports are the subject or product of the
contract, the total contract amount may represent compensation for multiple
documents or written reports. (Reference GC § 7550)
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36. Insurance Requirements

The Contractor shall ensure that any Subcontractors maintain adequate insurance
coverage, as set forth below in accordance with Trial Court Financial Policies and
Procedures No. FIN 7.01:

A.  Subcontractors providing services to the Contractor shall maintain and show
proof of adequate insurance coverage before beginning the Work of this
Contract.

B. Subcontractor insurance policies must be endorsed to include the Contractor as
an additional insured. The Contractor must receive certificates of insurance
from the Subcontractor, or verify coverage is current and on file with the
Contractor, prior to the beginning of any Work.

C. Subcontractors shall maintain insurance coverage that is appropriate to their
business operations and the nature of the work, goods, or services provided to
the Contractor. Examples of the types of insurance coverage generally
maintained by reputable Subcontractors include, but are not limited to the
following:

Clean Air Act and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as Amended

V. adverse effects on the confidence of the public in the integrity of the
government or this Agreement.

The Contractor certifies and shall require any Subcontractor to certify to the
following:

ADMINISTRATIVE RULES GOVERNING REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS

1.0 General

1.1  This solicitation document, the evaluation of proposals, and the award of any
contract shall conform with current competitive proposing procedures as they
relate to the procurement of goods and services. A vendor's proposal is an
irrevocable offer for sixty (60) days following the deadline for its submission.

1.2 In addition to explaining the Administrative Office of the Courts’ (AOC’s)
requirements, the solicitation document includes instructions which prescribe the
format and content of proposals.

2.0  Proposal Submission

2.1  Provide an original and five (5) printed copies of the proposal, signed by an
authorized representative of the vendor, and including name, title, address, and
telephone number of one individual who is the vendor’s designated
representative.

2.2 Provide one set of the proposal in its entirety on a compact disk (CD) labeled with
vendor name and RFP number.

2.3 All proposals must be delivered via U.S. Mail, common carrier, overnight
delivery service (with proof of delivery), or hand delivery. A receipt should be
requested for hand delivered material. Proposals received prior to the due date
and time that are marked properly will be securely kept, unopened until the due
date and time. Proposals received after the due date and time will not be
considered.

2.4 The proposer is solely responsible for ensuring that the full proposal is received
by the AOC in accordance with the solicitation requirements, prior to the due date
and time, and at the place specified. The AOC shall not be responsible for any
delays in mail or by common carriers or by delivery errors or delays or missed
delivery.

2.5  Submittal of proposals by facsimile or email transmission is not acceptable, and
any proposal so transmitted will be rejected as non-responsive.
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2.6 Submittal of proposals addressed to anyone other than the person named in

Submission of Proposals on the cover sheet of this RFP may result in the rejection
of proposal as being non-responsive.

3.0  Communications with AOC Regarding the RFP

Except as specifically addressed elsewhere in this RFP, including directions pertaining to
the submittal of Proposals, vendors shall use the “Solicitations Mailbox,” identified on
the cover memo of this Request for Proposals (solicitations@jud.ca.gov), for any
communications with the AOC regarding the RFP. Vendors must include the RFP
Number in subject line of any communication.

4.0  Questions Regarding the RFP

If a vendor’s question relates to a proprietary aspect of its proposal and the
question would expose proprietary information if disclosed to competitors, the
vendor may submit the question via email to the Solicitation Mailbox, identified
on the cover memo of this RFP, conspicuously marking it as "CONFIDENTIAL."
With the question, the vendor must submit a statement explaining why the
question is sensitive. If the AOC concurs that the disclosure of the question or
answer would expose proprietary information, the question will be answered, and
both the question and answer will be kept in confidence. If the AOC does not
concur regarding the proprietary nature of the question, the question will not be
answered in this manner and the vendor will be notified.

Vendors interested in responding to the solicitation may submit questions via
email to the Solicitation Mailbox, identified on the cover memo of this RFP, on
procedural matters related to the RFP or requests for clarification or modification
of this solicitation no later than the due date and time, set forth on the RFP cover
memo. If the vendor is requesting a change, the request must set forth the
recommended change and the vendor’s reasons for proposing the change.
Questions or requests submitted after the due date and time will not be answered.
Without disclosing the source of the question or request, a copy of the questions
and the AOC’s responses will be posted on the Courtinfo website
(http://www.courtinfo.ca.gov/reference/rfp/).

If, prior to the date fixed for submission of proposals, a vendor discovers any
ambiguity, conflict, discrepancy, omission, or error in this solicitation document,
the vendor shall immediately notify the AOC via email to the Solicitation

Without disclosing the source of the request, the AOC
may modify the solicitation document prior to the date fixed for submission of

5.2 If a vendor fails to notify the AOC of an error in the RFP known to vendor, or an
error that reasonably should have been known to vendor, prior to the date fixed
for submission of proposals, vendor shall propose at its own risk. Furthermore, if
vendor is awarded the agreement, vendor shall not be entitled to additional
compensation or time by reason of the error or its later correction.

Addenda

6.1  The AOC may modify the solicitation document prior to the due date and time for
submission of proposals, as set forth in the RFP cover memo, by posting an
addendum on the Courtinfo website http://www.courtinfo.ca.gov/reference/rfp/.

It is each vendor’s responsibility to inform itself of any addendum prior to its
submission of a proposal.

6.2 If any vendor determines that an addendum unnecessarily restricts its ability to
propose, the vendor shall immediately notify the AOC via email to the
Solicitation Mailbox, identified on the cover memo of this RFP
(solicitations@jud.ca.gov), no later than one (1) day following issuance of the
addendum.

Withdrawal and resubmission/modification of proposals

A vendor may withdraw its proposal at any time prior to the deadline for submitting
proposals by notifying the AOC in writing of its withdrawal. The notice must be signed
by the vendor. The vendor may thereafter submit a new or modified proposal, provided
that it is received at the AOC no later than the proposal due date and time listed on the
cover letter of this RFP. Modifications offered in any other manner, oral or written, will
not be considered. Proposals cannot be changed or withdrawn after the proposal due date
and time listed on the coversheet of this RFP.

Errors in the Proposal

If errors are found in a proposal, the AOC may reject the proposal; however, AOC may,
at its sole option, correct arithmetic or transposition errors or both on the basis that the
lowest level of detail will prevail in any discrepancy. If these corrections result in
significant changes in the amount of money to be paid to the vendor (if selected for the
award of the agreement), the vendor will be informed of the errors and corrections

thereof and will be given the option to abide by the corrected amount or withdraw the
proposal.

Rights to Reject or Award Proposals

The AOC may reject any or all proposals and may or may not waive an
immaterial deviation or defect in a proposal. The AOC’s waiver of an immaterial
deviation or defect shall in no way modify the solicitation document or excuse a
vendor from full compliance with solicitation document specifications. The AOC
reserves the right to accept or reject any or all of the items in the proposal, to
award the contract in whole or in part and/or negotiate any or all items with
individual vendors if it is deemed in the AOC’s best interest. Moreover, the AOC
reserves the right to make no selection if proposals are deemed to be outside the
fiscal constraint or against the best interest of the State of California.

In addition to the right to reject any and all proposals, in whole or in part, the
AOC also reserves the right to issue similar RFPs in the future. This RFP is in no
way an agreement, obligation, or contract and in no way is the AOC or the State
of California responsible for the cost of preparing the proposal. One (1) copy of a
submitted proposal will be retained for official files and becomes a public record.

Vendors are specifically directed NOT to contact any AOC or its personnel or
consultants for meetings, conferences, or discussions that are specifically related
to this RFP at any time prior to any award and execution of a contract.
Unauthorized contact with any AOC or its personnel or consultants may be cause
for rejection of the vendor’s proposal.

Evaluation process

An evaluation team will review in detail all proposals that are received to
determine the extent to which they comply with solicitation document
requirements.

If a proposal fails to meet a material solicitation document requirement, the
proposal may be rejected. A deviation is material to the extent that a response is
not in substantial accord with solicitation document requirements. Material
deviations cannot be waived. Immaterial deviations may cause a proposal to be
rejected.

Proposals that contain false or misleading statements may be rejected if in the
AOC’s opinion the information was intended to mislead the state regarding a
requirement of the solicitation document.
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10.4 Cost sheets will be checked only if a proposal is determined to be otherwise
qualified. All figures entered on the cost sheets must be clearly legible.

10.5 During the evaluation process, the AOC may require a vendor's representative to
answer questions with regard to the vendor’s proposal. Failure of a vendor to
demonstrate that the claims made in its proposal are in fact true may be sufficient
cause for deeming a proposal non-responsive.

11.0 Protest procedure

11.1 General

Failure of a vendor to comply with the protest procedures set forth in this
Section J, will render a protest inadequate and non-responsive, and will result in
rejection of the protest.

11.2  Prior to Submission of Proposal

An interested party that is an actual or prospective proposer with a direct
economic interest in the procurement may file a protest based on allegedly
restrictive or defective specifications or other improprieties in the solicitation
process that are apparent, or should have been reasonably discovered prior to
the submission of a proposal. Such protest must be received prior to the due
date and time for submittal of proposals, as set forth on the RFP cover memo.
The protestor shall have exhausted all administrative remedies discussed in this
Attachment 1 prior to submitting the protest. Failure to do so may be grounds
for denying the protest.

11.3  After Notice of Intent to Award/Not to Award

A vendor submitting a proposal may protest the AOC’s intent to award based
upon allegations of improprieties occurring during the proposal evaluation or
selection period if it meets all of the following conditions:

a.  The vendor has submitted a proposal that it believes to be responsive to
the solicitation document;

b.  The vendor believes that its proposal meets the administrative and
technical requirements of the solicitation, proposes services of proven
quality and performance, and offers competitive cost/pricing; and,

c.  The vendor believes that the AOC has incorrectly selected another vendor
submitting a proposal for an award.
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Protests must be received no later than five (5) business days after the protesting
party receives a notice of intent not to award.

11.4  Form of Protest

A vendor who is qualified to protest should submit the protest to the individual
addressed under Submission of Proposals, as set forth in the RFP cover memo,
who will forward the matter to the appropriate Contracting Officer.

a.  The protest must be in writing and sent by certified, or registered mail, or
overnight delivery service (with proof of delivery), or delivered personally
to the address noted on the RFP cover memo under Submission of
Proposals. If the protest is hand-delivered, a receipt must be requested.

b.  The protest shall include the name, vendor, address, telephone and
facsimile numbers, and email address of the party protesting or their
representative.

c.  The title and number of the solicitation document under which the protest
is submitted shall be identified.

d. A detailed description of the specific legal and factual grounds of protest
and any supporting documentation shall be included.

e.  The specific ruling or relief requested must be stated.

The AOC, at its discretion, may make a decision regarding the protest without
requesting further information or documents from the protestor. Therefore, the
initial protest submittal must include all grounds for the protest and all evidence
available at the time the protest is submitted. If the protestor later raises new
grounds or evidence that was not included in the initial protest but which could
have been raised at that time, the AOC will not consider such new grounds or
new evidence.

11.5 Determination of Protest Submitted Prior to Submission of Proposal

Upon receipt of a timely and proper protest based on allegedly restrictive or
defective specifications or other improprieties in the solicitation process that are
apparent, or should have been reasonably discovered prior to the submission of
a proposal, the AOC will provide a written determination to the protestor prior
to the date and time for submittal of proposals, as set forth on the RFP cover
memo. If required, the AOC may extend such proposal due date and time to
allow for a reasonable time to review the protest. If the protesting party elects
to appeal the decision, the protesting party will follow the appeals process
outlined below and the AOC, at its sole discretion, may elect to withhold the
contract award until the protest is resolved or denied or proceed with the award
and implementation of the contract.
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11.6  Determination of Protest Submitted After Submission of Proposal

Upon receipt of a timely and proper protest, the AOC will investigate the protest
and will provide a written response to the vendor within a reasonable time. If
the AOC requires additional time to review the protest and is not able to provide
a response within ten (10) business days, the AOC will notify the vendor. If the
protesting party elects to appeal the decision, the protesting party will follow the
appeals process outlined below. The AOC, at its sole discretion, may elect to
withhold the contract award until the protest is resolved or denied or proceed
with the award and implementation of the agreement.

11.7  Appeals Process

The Contracting Officer’s decision shall be considered the final action by the
AOC unless the protesting party thereafter seeks an appeal of the decision by
filing a request for appeal with the AOC’s Business Services Manager, at the
same address set forth under Submission of Proposal on the RFP cover memo,
within five (5) calendar days of the issuance of the Contracting Officer’s
decision.

The justification for appeal is specifically limited to:

a.  Facts and/or information related to the protest, as previously submitted,
that were not available at the time the protest was originally submitted,;

b.  Contracting Officer’s decision contained errors of fact, and that such
errors of fact were significant and material factors in the Contracting
Officer’s decision; or

c.  Decision of the Contracting Officer was in error of law or regulation.
The vendor’s request for appeal shall include:

a. Name, vendor, address, telephone and facsimile numbers, and
email address of the vendor filing the appeal or their
representative;

b. Copy of the Contracting Officer’s decision;
C. Legal and factual basis for the appeal; and

d. Ruling or relief requested. Issues that could have been raised
earlier will not be considered on appeal.

Upon receipt of a request for appeal, the AOC’s Business Services Manager will
review the request and the decision of the Contracting Officer and shall issue a
final determination. The decision of the AOC’s Business Services Manager
shall constitute the final action of the AOC.
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11.8 Protest Remedies

If the protest is upheld, the AOC will consider all circumstances surrounding the
procurement in its decision for a fair and reasonable remedy, including the
seriousness of the procurement deficiency, the degree of prejudice to the
protesting party or to the integrity of the competitive procurement system, the
good faith efforts of the parties, the extent of performance, the cost to the AOC,
the urgency of the procurement, and the impact of the recommendation(s) on the
AOC. The AOC may recommend ay combination of the following remedies:

Terminate the contract for convenience;

b.  Re-solicit the requirement;
c Issue a new solicitation;

Refrain from exercising options to extend the term under the contract, if
applicable;

e.  Award a contract consistent with statute or regulation; or
f.  Other such remedies as may be required to promote compliance.

12.0 Disposition of materials

All materials submitted in response to this solicitation document will become the
property of the State of California and will be returned only at the AOC’s option and at
the expense of the vendor submitting the proposal. One copy of a submitted proposal
will be retained for official files and become a public record. Any material that a vendor
considers as confidential but does not meet the disclosure exemption requirements of the
California Public Records Act should not be included in the vendor’s proposal as it may
be made available to the public.
