5.1  Proposals should provide straightforward, concise information that satisfies
the requirements of Section 7 (“Proposal Contents”).

Emphasis should be
placed on conformity to the RFP’s instructions and requirements, and
completeness and clarity of content.
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5.2 The Proposer must submit one (1) original and one (1) copy of the technical
proposal and the cost proposal, as well as the additional attachments. The
original must be signed by an authorized representative of the Proposer. The
Bidder must write the RFP title and number on the outside of the sealed
envelope.

6.0 PROPOSAL CONTENTS

ii. If Proposer has had business activities or other operations outside of the
United States within the previous three years, Proposer must complete the
Darfur Contracting Act Certification attached as Attachment 4 and submit
the completed certification with its proposal.

ii. If Proposer is a corporation, proof that Proposer is in good standing and
qualified to conduct business in California.

At the time proposals are opened, each proposal will be checked for the presence or
absence of the required proposal contents.

The AOC will evaluate the proposals on a 100 point scale using the criteria set forth in
the table below.

12.0 CONFIDENTIAL OR PROPRIETARY INFORMATION
